News Updates

· MRCGP results:  Refer to powerpoint for details.  In summary we have 2 CSA failures, both trainees will have extensions of training (we think for 6 months)
· Changes in training from August 2008 :  From August we will have ST2s starting in General Practice for 6 months, and in February 2009 the second cohort of ST2s will take their place.  They will have the same working week as the ST3s (including OOH, the 10-session week, e-portfolio commitments).
· Educational Supervision from August 2008:  This is VERY important.  Any trainer who has an ST2 in practice will be required to take on the Educational Supervision of the hospital post they have in their ST2 year.  You will be reimbursed for the extra six months at 1/8th of a normal trainers grant for each ST2 you supervise.  If you have 2 ST2s over the twelve months you will get 2/8ths of a trainers grant in addition to the training grant for the 12 months in practice.   There was some discussion from the group regarding the number of Ed Sups each trainee now has over the course of their 3 year appointment.  In particular it seems futile to do a PDP/Ed Sup End Review 4 weeks before the ST changes post and Educational Supervisor.  It was felt giving learning needs advice for hospital posts was particularly difficult for a GP, particularly as a hospital consultant might have quite different ideas about learning needs.

· Half-Day Release:  From August we will be required to run two half-day release courses, one for ST2 and one for ST3.  Our current plan (which is still the subject of passionate debate!) is to have a HDR from 10:30 to 1pm on Wednesday mornings for ST2, and the usual 2-5pm for ST3.  The ST2s would have a short morning surgery (possibly with an 8:30 am start) but would best be left out of housecalls that day.  The afternoon could be used for a normal surgery or it might be best to use it as their 4 hour Self-Directed Learning slot.
