1. JCPTGP Visit
The Alan Rogers experience
Alan Rogers

Alan outlined the pattern for JCPTGP visits he’d been involved in. 2. Feedback from hospital and practice visits
Pete and Del

a. Hospital visits

Midpoint appraisals for 75% of the GP SHOs had now been completed

These had thrown up a number of issues

· Familiarisation with the appraisal process for some educational supervisors

· Workload in some specialties limited the learning opportunities

· Educational supervisors were sometimes unsure of their role

· Protected time for appraisal needed to be timetabled in

· Continuity of the appraisal documents from one post to the next was rudimentary.

These problems were being addressed with the Medical Director, Associate Adviser and PGO.

b. Practice visits

Five practices have been visited thus far. Standards have been excellent and it has been difficult to find any problems that need addressing. The issue of confidentiality of patient identifiable data may cause problems for the deanery during the mock visits of Dec 8th to Heathbridge and North Cornelly but hopefully will be clarified by the time of the JCPTGP’s visit.
