1. JCPTGP Visit – Malcolm Lewis

2. Out of Hours- Julie Keeley, Course Organiser, Gwent

Julie presented the OOH arrangements for the Bridgend GP registrars. They will need to organise a minimum of 12x6hr shifts with Martin Sullivan at the Swansea OOH Cooperative. Martin will speak to the GPRs at the induction day at the Court Colman Hotel on Feb 9th. The OOH workbook is available at www.primarycare-wales.org.uk
GPRs will need to arrange shifts, commencing after they have been in post for 4-6weeks.

The responsibility for assessing the GPRs competence in OOH care remains with the trainer.

3. Mock visits- highlights and recommendations

There was some discussion of the problems outlined in the mock visit.

What comprises a ‘summary’ in the notes was open to opinion and it was difficult to be dogmatic. If a practice did not offer child health promotion etc, then the GPR should be directed to another provider of this training eg another training practice.

The hospital posts – data was incomplete for Medicine – rotas etc were unavailable, but nevertheless Medicine and Psychiatry were deemed to be satisfactory.

4.  News from the VTS- summative assessment, MRCGP results, competency based training in consulting feedback

· Video failure- although a lot of time is spent looking at video consultations of GPRs, it is inadvisable to look at the final video to be submitted to check whether it will pass or fail- this would put the GPR at an unfair advantage and the trainer in difficulties should the video fail

· Trainers report- discussion surrounding  failures in this area

· MCQ- 2 good regs had narrowly failed the SA MCQ

· MRCGP- one GPR had passed with merit, others had passed various components, one with merit in the written paper
